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Introduction

In this assignment, you will use a collection on online career profiles – information about health science careers written by the people who work in those positions. You will read your assigned profiles, collecting information about the careers described, and complete the assignment below.

Procedure 

· If you have not already done so, go to www.explorcuriocity.org and register for an account. A day or so after you have registered you will receive an invitation to join your class health science 20 group.

· After you have accepted your invitation, log on to your CurioCity account and go to “My Zone”.

· Under My Zone, click on “My Favourites”. Here you will find the group your teacher invited you to join. Scroll down until you see the group.

· Open the group and you will see the collection of health sector career profiles that you will use for this assignment.

· The collection of career profiles in the group will provide you with an overview of various health careers as well as some information about the person who completed the profile. Read each of the profiles assigned to you and make notes, etc. just as if you were in-person at a career fair. Use the information you collect to answer the questions that follow.

· If you were not assigned specific profiles, select at least 5 that are of interest to you. If you are working with a partner or a group, ensure all agree with the profiles selected. 

· Record the URLs for the profiles you have used to complete the following questions/activities.

Questions to Consider
1. Which of the careers you read about were most interesting to you? Explain why. 

Use this career to answer the following questions.

2. What did you learn about this career? Did you find some information that was surprizing to you? Explain. 

3. What transferrable skills do you think are necessary to be successful in this career? What job specific skills would be required?

4. Do you think you would enjoy working in a career like this? Why/why not? (consider the “typical day” statement) 

5. What do you think would be the most exciting and/or challenging aspects about this career? Explain your thinking. 

6. What personality traits do you have that are a good fit for this career? Which are not such a good fit?

7. What specific high school courses and activities could help someone prepare for this career?

8. What other questions do you still have about this career? Where can you look to find more information about this career?
